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POLICE PROPERTY ACT FUND

GUIDANCE NOTES FOR APPLICANTS

The Police Property Act Fund is made up of monies received by the police from property confiscated by order of court and then sold.  The Police Authority administers the fund and considers applications from voluntary organisations and community groups within the Greater Manchester area.  The main aim of the fund is to support local projects undertaken by voluntary/charitable organisations that benefit the communities of Greater Manchester, especially those which have a positive impact in reducing crime and disorder at a local level.
The Police Property Act Fund Board initially vets applications before they are referred to the Finance, Assets and Technology Resources Committee for approval.  The Board consists of 2 Members of the Authority and the Fund Administrator.  A report is submitted to a meeting of the Police Authority, normally twice a year, with recommendations for awards.  However, due to reduced funding in 2011, we will only be considering applications once this year.  The deadline for submission of your application is 6th July 2012, although the final decision on funding will not be made until October 2012.

MAIN CRITERIA FOR ALL APPLICANTS

1. Organisations must be based and operate solely within the Greater Manchester area.  
2. Maximum award of £500 per organisation.
3. Money to be awarded for specific ‘projects’, rather than contributing to a general fund or running costs.

4. Organisations that are successful cannot apply for further funding for two years from the date of the award.

5. Organisations must promote equality of opportunity and good relations between persons of different racial groups in carrying out their functions.

6. Organisations must make reasonable adjustments to any barriers that may prevent disabled people using the services provided.

7. Applications to be submitted on a standard form and to be returned with a copy of the organisations most recently audited accounts, if applicable and a recent bank account statement (within the last 6 months).

8. Organisations must provide receipts, where available and feedback on specific projects within 12 months of receipt of funding.  An evaluation form will be provided for this purpose.
ADDITIONAL CRITERIA

Applicants to the Police Property Act Fund should also meet at least one of the following: -

1. To create opportunities for children and young people to get involved in extra-curricular activities.

2. To promote safety and reduce the fear of crime amongst the elderly and vulnerable, including victims of crime, by providing support and advice.

3.  To develop opportunities for improving community cohesion between people from different ethnic backgrounds.

4.  To assist in the prevention of crime within the local community.

EXCLUSIONS

· Capital projects, such as building or construction work, with the exception of small projects, at the Authority’s discretion.

· Statutory organisations such as local authorities, hospitals, schools and colleges.
· Pre-school activities ( Birth - 5 years). 

· Children's Breakfast and After School Care Clubs.

· Activities where the primary aim is to promote religion.

· Political groups or activities promoting political beliefs.

· General expenditure and recurrent core costs.

· Salaries, Coaching fees and Volunteer Expenses.

· Day Trips, Holidays, Expeditions and Parties.
· Medical research and equipment.

· Travelling expenses, with the exception of one-off costs such as Coach Hire to get people to a specific event.

· Activities taking part outside Greater Manchester.

· National and regional organisations/charities, unless the project specifically relates to Crime and Disorder Reduction, support for the Victims of Crime or the Rehabilitation of Offenders within Greater Manchester. 

KEY ISSUES

Awards vary depending on the nature of the project and key issues include: -

· Number of people involved

· Age groups

· Equality of opportunity
· Income generation 
· Benefits to the local community 

FINANCIAL DETAILS

Organisations must have a bank account as payments cannot be made to individuals.  A copy of the most recently audited accounts is requested for larger groups.  However, all groups must provide a copy of a recent bank account statement.  Successful awards will be paid via electronic bank transfer, where possible.
ETHNIC MONITORING FORM

All organisations applying for funding must complete the ethnic monitoring form.  This information is requested to help us internally and independently monitor applications from different ethnic groups and to ensure that funding is distributed fairly amongst all sections of the community.
