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Improvement Plans Outlined
GREATER Manchester’s new police chief highlighted work aimed at improving performance at his first meeting with bosses on Friday. (September 5) 

New GMP Chief Constable Peter Fahy told Greater Manchester Police Authority (GMPA) members that a range of work is underway to address recent performance figures. 
He also called for public support in preventing distraction and sneak-in burglaries which are crimes within the domestic burglary category - an area Mr Fahy made clear is a top priority.

In his report “Policing Activity to Address Current Acquisitive Crime Threats 2008/2009,” the new chief outlined intense policing operations and hard-hitting media campaigns to tackle burglary.
Other features of the nine-page document included details of improved access to information about ex-offenders and robust performance reviews by police managers. 
The report was presented to GMPA after Chairman Cllr Paul Murphy called for action to address figures for the first quarter of 2008 presented in August.

The figures showed four out of 17 targets were being met. Domestic burglary and serious acquisitive crime were among those not being achieved. 
Speaking on Friday, Cllr Murphy commended the “excellent pieces of work” mapped out in the report and asked for more detail.  
He said: “The thing that’s lacking is hard facts and figures. If we are not achieving the targets, I want to know when we will be achieving them and if there is an impediment, what can we do as an authority to assist?”
The Force is now carrying out further analysis to establish the causes of the rise in domestic burglary. This will be presented along with more facts and figures at the next full police authority meeting on September 29.

The performance figures presented in August 2008 were first quarter performance figures for 2008/2009. They were presented to the full police authority on August 15.
