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Giving Something Back
CHARITIES and community groups all across Greater Manchester are celebrating after a cash boost of more than £23,000 from the area’s police authority.

More than 45 grants totalling £23,717.47 are now making their way to good causes following the most recent round of Police Property Act Fund applications.

Applications are decided by the Police Authority’s Finance, Assets and Technology Resources Committee. The chairman is Cllr Warren Bray, who represents Tameside Metropolitan Borough Council on the Police Authority.

He said: “Money in the fund comes from the sale of items which have been seized by the police. It’s excellent that we are able to put these funds straight back into our local communities in this way.

“We have very clear criteria on how the fund is used and every application is treated the same. Unfortunately, we do have to reject some applications because they don’t meet the criteria. 
“But I’m pleased to say, we do approve a significant number of the requests and I know the money really does make a difference.”

Applications are considered twice a year and the latest round saw a wide variety of groups successful in their bids.

They include an RAF training corps in Salford, a Kurdish creative film centre in Manchester, a football club in Wigan and an amateur boxing club in Oldham.

Amounts awarded range from £200 to £1,000 and the projects they will be spent on include initiatives to improve security at club buildings and the launch of music workshops for people with mental health problems.
