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Campaign Blockbuster
A CAMPAIGN aimed at raising awareness of the rights of people stopped and searched by police has reached large-screen fame.

Publicity material linked to the national Stop and Search: Know Your Rights campaign is now featuring on large screens in and around Trafford thanks to teamwork.

Greater Manchester Police Authority (GMPA) joined forces with police in Trafford Division to arrange the screening of campaign material on Trafford Partnership TV screens. 
The initiative is linked to a series of other projects in Trafford to help reassure the public of the commitment of police to an open and transparent policing service by explaining stop and search powers, what their rights are and what they can do if they have any concerns.
Independent GMPA member Mr Majid Hussain, lead for equality and human rights issues, said: “The screens are a great way of getting across messages to lots of people at the same time. 

“Stop and search powers are extremely important in tackling crime and protecting people and there are systems in place to ensure they are used ethically and appropriately.

“Equally important is for people to understand why they are used and what their rights are if they are stopped. Hopefully, the ads being displayed will go some way towards achieving this.”
Advertisements are now being broadcast on more than 10 screens in community places such as Trafford General Hospital and Urmston Leisure Centre.

They will be displayed along with a number of other community safety-related messages for around four months in total.

Trafford’s Supt John Graves said: “This work in Trafford is about keeping residents informed about policing issues which may impact on them and offering them the opportunity to influence the way we police. 

“I hope this provides a degree of reassurance to people who may not have a great understanding of what the powers are all about.” 

The Know Your Rights screened ad is a campaign poster which stays on the screen for a set period of time. 
It reads: “If the police stop you or search you they have to tell you why. They have to fill in a form and give it to you so there is an official record. And if you want to complain you have the right to do so. For more detailed information visit wwww.stopandsearch.com”
