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Exclusive Film Release
A FILM released exclusively in Greater Manchester may not top the movie chart but cast members are still hoping it will be a hit with viewers. 
GMPA Uncovered does exactly what it says on the tin – gives an insight into the work of Greater Manchester Police Authority. 
The short production features some of the Authority members and it is currently making its way to hundreds of organisations across Greater Manchester.

Some of the Authority’s main areas of work are highlighted during the film such as the way it holds the police accountable for performance and its work to consult with people about police priorities.

GMPA’s volunteer schemes and the involvement of the Authority in work to bring about improvements to police systems such as call handling are also showcased.
Mrs Christine McGawley, a magistrate member of GMPA from the Bolton area, said: “It’s important for the communities we serve to know exactly what we do for them. Producing a film helps us do this in a way which is accessible to a wide range of people.
“For example, a detailed written document may not be well received by young people or say those with reading difficulties. 

“Similarly, if we were to rely only on websites alone, we would be making important information unavailable for those without internet access.”

Organisations which the public has access to are among those which will receive copies of the DVD including local libraries, religious buildings, youth clubs and adult education centres.
It is hoped they will be made available to as many people as possible so that the communities of Greater Manchester have an improved understanding of the role of their police authority. 

Mrs McGawley, who is the chair of the Authority’s Citizen Focus and Communication Committee, added: “There is so much people don’t know about what we do - we hire and if necessary fire chief constables and chief officers. 

“We decide how much the public should pay for policing through their council tax and we make sure that money is used in the best way possible.

“We scrutinise police performance to make sure the force is doing a good job. Hopefully the DVD will go some way towards raising awareness of some of this work.” 

The film has already been shown at events such as You Choose, the Authority’s annual youth event. It will also be screened at all other GMPA events which provide an opportunity for public viewing.
