Authority on the Airwaves 
POLICE bosses have tuned into a Salford-based community project to help raise the profile of their work.

Talk of hiring, firing, funding and football was broadcast over the airwaves on Wednesday January 9, when Greater Manchester Police Authority Deputy Chief Executive Russell Bernstein was interviewed on Salford FM.

Cllr Jim King did the questioning during his 5-6pm weekly slot called King’s Questions.

Mr Bernstein said: “I really enjoyed the interview. I tried to be as open and honest as possible and gave as much information as I could. 

“I know there are lots of people out there who do not fully understand what a police authority is all about. Hopefully the interview contributed to changing that.”

The King’s Questions slot is aired live. During the 60-minute session, interviewees are asked questions about anything and everything between tracks they have selected.
Questions fired at Russell included: “Exactly what does a police authority do?” and “what three things would you take on a desert island?”

He said: “I’d like to think the main things I got across, apart from the fact I’m a massive Man U fan, is how much the Authority values input from local people.

“Our overall objective is to ensure the people of Greater Manchester receive an efficient and effective police force. 

“The needs and views of local communities are vital in helping us achieve that and we are always keen for people to get in touch and tell us what they think about policing issues.”
