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Youths Choose
ANTI-SOCIAL behaviour, sexual offences and knife crime are the priority issues young people in Greater Manchester would tackle if they controlled policing.

That’s the message from teenagers who attended Greater Manchester Police Authority’s (GMPA) annual consultation events You Choose! in Bolton and Hulme. 
More than 360 youngsters went along in total. Results from a spending game showed they would invest the most cash in tackling anti-social behaviour if they were in charge of police spending.
Sexual offences, knife crime, gun crime and gang crime were their other priority issues.

GMPA chairman Cllr Paul Murphy said: “The spending game provides an opportunity for people to show how they feel money should be spent on policing.

“The fact the young people only have £500 to spend and a choice of 15 areas to invest in means they face some tough choices. 

“It’s reassuring to see the results reflect issues we know are extremely important and are already delivering excellent results in.”
The spending game is just one element of You Choose! Puppet and drama workshops also featured on the day’s agenda around the themes counter terrorism and weapons and gangs.

In addition, the topics of drugs and alcohol also went under the spotlight in a rap workshop after attendees of You Choose 2007 said they were the issues they wanted to focus on at future events. 
A rap CD is in the process of being produced based on the lyrics written by the young people in the workshop. This will be circulated to all the organisations which took part which includes secondary schools, youth clubs, colleges and specialist youth projects.
All the other information gathered at You Choose! will be compiled into a report which will be circulated to everyone involved.
